
 
 
APPLY FOR A 2008 SPORTSMAN PERMIT 

Applications for Utah's most prized hunting permits accepted soon 

     Applications for next year's most prized Utah hunting permits—2008 
Sportsman permits—will be 
available by Nov. 1. 
     Only Utah residents may apply 
for Sportsman permits. One 
Sportsman Permit is offered for 
each of the following species: 
Desert bighorn ram, Rocky 
Mountain bighorn ram, buck deer, 
buck pronghorn, bull elk, bull 
moose, hunter's choice bison, 
hunter's choice Rocky Mountain 
goat, black bear, cougar, sandhill 
crane and wild turkey. 

     If you draw a Sportsman Permit, the dates you can hunt vary, but in most cases 
they're longer than the regular season dates. 
     You can also hunt on almost any unit that's open to hunting the species you 
drew a permit for. The only exceptions are the person who draws the bison permit 
may not hunt on Antelope Island; the person who draws the elk permit may not 
hunt on the Pilot Mountain unit; and the person who draws the desert bighorn 
sheep permit may not hunt on the Pine Valley, Virgin River unit. 
  
Highly prized 
     "Sportsman permits are highly prized," says Judi Tutorow, wildlife licensing 
coordinator for the Division of Wildlife Resources. "If you're one of the lucky 
hunters who draw one, you'll have plenty of days—and plenty of areas—to hunt." 
     The only way to apply for a Sportsman Permit is online at wildlife.utah.gov. 
You can start applying on Nov. 1. 
     Applications must be submitted no later than 11 p.m. on Nov. 15 to be entered 
in the draw for permits. Draw results will be posted by Dec. 6. 
     If you draw a permit, you'll also receive a letter in the mail. "Not many hunters 
draw these permits," Tutorow says. "If you receive a letter in the mail, I'm sure 
you'll want to frame it!"

Cougar Permits Available Soon 
 
If you want to hunt cougars in Utah this season, but you didn’t draw a limited entry 
permit earlier this fall, mark Nov. 7 on your calendar. That’s the day permits to 

hunt cougars on harvest objective units go on sale. Permits to pursue 
cougars also go on sale Nov. 7. 
 
What’s a harvest objective unit? 
 
“Harvest objective units differ from limited entry units in three major 
ways,” says Judi Tutorow, wildlife licensing coordinator for the 
Division of Wildlife Resources. 

 
“First of all, there is no limit on the number of harvest objective permits that can be 
sold.  And you can buy them on the Internet and over-the-counter,” she says.  “The 
hunt on a harvest objective unit can close before the season ends, however, if 
hunters take the number of cougars biologists want taken. 
 
“For example, if the harvest objective on a unit is 10 cougars, the hunt on the unit 
will close when 10 cougars are taken, even if the date the season is supposed to end 
hasn’t arrived yet.” 
 
That shouldn’t be a big challenge for you, though.  Harvest objective hunting is 
allowed on 32 units in Utah.  If the unit you want to hunt closes, you can still hunt 
on any harvest objective unit that’s open to hunting. 
 
Reminders 
 
Utah’s 2007 - 2008 cougar harvest objective season begins Nov. 21, 2007 on some 
units and Feb. 16, 2008 on others.  “The dates for each unit are available on pages 
25, 26 and 27 of the 2007 - 2008 Utah Cougar Proclamation,” Tutorow says.

Tutorow reminds you that you may not buy a harvest objective permit if you’ve 
already obtained a 
limited entry cougar 
permit for the 2007 -

toll-free 1-888-668-
LION (5466), or 
visit the DWR’s 
Web site, to verify 
that the unit you’d 
like to hunt the next 
day is still open to 
hunting.  The phone 
line and the Web site are updated by noon with information for the following day.

The event begins on Friday evening, 
November 16 at 7 p.m. in the Moab Information Center, located at the corner of 
Center and Main. Bill Bates, DWR Wildlife Program Manager for southeastern 
Utah, will present a PowerPoint program on bighorn sheep ecology and life 
history. For Mr. Bates' Master's Degree thesis, he studied Desert Bighorn Sheep in 
the Moab area. Bates will display skulls and horns of bighorn sheep and will 
answer any questions the public may have. 

The following morning at 8 a.m., participants will gather at the Moab Information 
Center once again, where they will split off into groups in search of bighorn sheep. 
A wildlife biologist will guide each caravan of vehicles. All parties will be in radio 
contact with one another, so that everyone can be advised of any other group's 
success at finding sheep. Those who wish to drive their own vehicles may leave the 
group at any time. For those, who ride-share, fieldtrips generally finish by noon or 
early afternoon. 



The festival has been scheduled for the November 16–17 weekend, because 
bighorn sheep are in the rut at that time. Bighorn rams seek out ewes for breeding 
and engage other rams in head butting and other ritual showmanship. This makes 
for exciting public viewing.

AAA CLARIFIES AUTO COOLANT CONFUSION 
Color No Longer Provides Easy Answer on Antifreeze  
 
SALT LAKE CITY, October 18, 2007 – Remember the good old days when every 
car’s radiator was filled with a green coolant, sometimes called antifreeze, that 
could be purchased just about anywhere and worked fine in every make and model 
of vehicle? Those days are gone, warns AAA Utah – and should be forgotten if 
you want to maintain the condition of your car’s engine and cooling system.  
 
 Today’s coolants come in a confusing variety of colors and chemistries. 
Understanding why and how the products have changed will help you appreciate 



the importance of using the right coolant in your vehicle and replacing it in a 
timely manner.  
 
 “The upside is that today’s new coolants protect better as well as longer,” 
said AAA automotive expert Mark Woods. “While older coolants needed to be 
replaced every two years, newer products last 50,000 to 100,000 miles. Choosing 
the right coolant for your vehicle will help maintain the condition of your car’s 
engine and cooling system.” 
 
 What does engine coolant do? Its primary task is to transfer heat from the 
engine to the radiator where it is removed by the passing airflow. However, 
modern engine coolants perform a variety of other jobs as well, including: 
 

·  Protecting the cooling system from freezing in cold weather 
·  Increasing the boiling point of the system in hot weather 
·  Protecting the engine and cooling system from rust and corrosion 
·  Lubricating the water pump seals and other cooling system components 

 
 Freezing and boil-over protection depend on the coolant being correctly 
diluted – typically in a 50/50 mix with water. Over time, the corrosion fighters and 
lubricants in the coolant are used up over time, and without them the system will 
deteriorate, leading to leaks, overheating, breakdowns, and possibly major engine 
damage.  
 
 Older engines and cooling systems contained mainly cast iron, brass, and 
rubber parts. Traditional green coolant worked fine with these materials. However, 
in addition to the older materials, today’s cooling systems may also contain high-
tech aluminum and magnesium alloys, copper, steel, nylon, and silicone. To ensure 
a long and reliable service life, these parts require the use of enhanced coolants that 
now come in a veritable rainbow of colors. 
 
 There are three different coolant chemistries in use. It is important that the 
right formulation is used when your vehicle’s cooling system is serviced. 
Unfortunately, color is no longer an accurate indicator of coolant type, and two 
incompatible coolants may have the same color. In addition, there are no clear cut 
dividing lines on when the new coolants have been adopted; in a given model year, 
two vehicles from the same automaker may use very different coolants. 
 
 There is no longer a “one-size-fits-all” coolant that is approved by all 
automakers, and approval is key. An automaker’s approval certifies that a coolant 



meets its requirements for vehicle protection and ensures that your warranty will 
be maintained if you use the product. To ensure the level of cooling system 
protection specified by your car’s manufacturer, it is recommended that only an 
approved coolant be used.  
 
 Modern coolants may be identified in a number of ways: by type, by factory 
part number, or by a specification number that refers to the tests a coolant must 
pass to become factory approved. Here are some basic guidelines for helping figure 
out which coolant your vehicle likely requires: 
 

·  IAT (Inorganic Additive Technology) 
 - Traditional green-colored coolant 
 - Used in older vehicles and some current makes/models 
 

·  OAT (Organic Acid Technology) 
 - Common colors are red, orange, purple, and yellow 
 - Not compatible with other types of coolant (IAT and HOAT) 
 - Used in newer General Motors vehicles 
 

·  HOAT (Hybrid Organic Acid Technology) 
 - Common colors are yellow and orange 
 - Used in newer Ford and DaimlerChrysler vehicles 
 
 If you change your vehicle’s coolant yourself, be sure to ask your local 
garbage company about recycling options for the old coolant. 
 
 “Consult your owner’s manual or qualified repair facility to ensure you’re 
using the specified coolant for your vehicle,” said Woods. “It is very important that 
you do not mix different coolant types because of performance and contamination 
issues.”

WHAT  OIL  DEVELOPMENT  MEANS FOR TESHEKPUK  LAKE   

WATERFOWL 
 
Department of the Interior Secretary Dirk Kempthorne recently announced that the 
winning 2007 Duck Stamp art contest design will feature pintail ducks. As he 
handed out that popular award – right in the middle of prime waterfowl hunting 
and bird-watching season – his agency is busy proposing oil development that 
would put the source of hundreds of thousands of waterfowl, including pintails, at 
risk.  

Kempthorne is looking to approve oil drilling that 
threatens Alaska’s Teshekpuk Lake, one of the 
Continent’s great waterfowl nurseries. The public has 
until this November 6th to weigh in on the drilling 
proposal. Leasing is slated to start this winter. 
 
The sprawling wetlands Teshekpuk Lake habitat hosts 
hundreds of thousands of tundra swans, snow, brant, 
and white-fronted geese, pintails, loons, shorebirds 
and more – many spotted through bird watcher’s 
binoculars or harvested by hunters in nearly every 
state in America. Birds banded at Teshekpuk Lake 
showed up along the Great Lakes, Mississippi River, 
the Pacific Coast, plains states, Eastern seaboard and 
the Gulf Coast of Texas and Louisiana, not to mention 

Siberia and the Gulf of Mexico. 
 
While many duck species have enjoyed remarkable recoveries in the past decades, 
the highly prized pintail – now celebrated in the 2008/9 Duck Stamp – remains in a 
stubborn slump. As many as 10 percent of the North American population of these 
beautiful speedsters summer on the Arctic coastal plain, many of them around 
Teshekpuk Lake.  
 
Generations of Americans have cherished Teshekpuk Lake as a vital part of 
America’s outdoor heritage. In fact, the previous four presidents – from both 
parties – safeguarded Teshekpuk Lake and its surroundings. Kempthorne’s 
proposal would open currently protected land and waters to oil and gas 
development for the first time.  



 
Groups such as Ducks Unlimited, Delta Waterfowl and the Pacific Flyway Council 
have asked the federal government to spare this waterfowl nursery. Much of 
nearby land is already leased for oil and gas drilling and is under exploration. They 
say that keeping Teshekpuk Lake healthy is an important part of balanced 
responsible energy development.  
 
According to U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s most recent data, over 2.3 million 
people hunt migratory birds like geese and ducks each year – and each waterfowl 
hunter over age 16 bought a Duck Stamp. An additional 47.8 million people watch 
or photograph America’s wild birds.

BACKGROUND 
 
The sprawling Teshekpuk Lake (pronounced Te-SHEK-puck) wetland complex is 
perfect for nesting and rearing waterfowl, and is key molting habitat for four 
species of geese. Loaded with food in the Arctic summer, the thousands of ponds 
and lakes you see around Teshekpuk Lake provide ample protection from predators 
during these vulnerable periods.  

·  While many duck species have enjoyed remarkable recoveries in the past 
decades, the highly prized pintail remains in a stubborn slump. As many as 
10 percent of the North American population of these beautiful speedsters 
summer on the Arctic coastal plain, many of them around Teshekpuk Lake.  

·  Teshekpuk Lake and other wetlands on Alaska’s Arctic coastal plain are the 
major molting grounds for more than 120,000 greater white-fronted geese – 
up to 20 percent of the mid-continent breeding population in the Central and 
Mississippi Flyways, and 10,000 eastern-population tundra swans in the 
Central and Atlantic Flyways. No wonder many experts say Teshekpuk Lake 
is a vital part of our hunting heritage.  

·  Teshekpuk Lake is the source or summering area for several hundred 
thousand geese, swans, and ducks four species of eiders. Up to one-third of 
all brant in the Pacific flyway spend their vulnerable molting time at 
Teshekpuk Lake.  



·  According to Ducks Unlimited, on average, 38 percent of molting greater 
white-fronted geese and half of Canada geese use lakes that the federal 
government plans to open for oil drilling. U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and 
U.S. Geological Survey data shows that nearly half of molting brant in the 
Teshekpuk Lake area use lakes that would be developed.   

 
Teshekpuk Lake is an irreplaceable wetland complex, vital to hundreds of 
thousands of migrating waterfowl that nest and molt there. Without it, we can 
expect to see shorter seasons, lighter bag limits 
and less shooting and wildlife viewing, forever.  
 
Proposed oil development requires roads, 
pipelines,  
airstrips, drilling pads, gravel mining, processing 
facilities and other structures that will sprawl 
across the wetlands complex. Even with the best 
technology, full-scale oil field development brings with it noise, pollution and 
habitat loss that will degrade the ability for the magnificent Teshekpuk Lake area 
to support waterfowl. 
 
For years, wildlife biologists and other experts have recognized the importance of 
Teshekpuk Lake. Four presidents, of both parties, have protected this area. Now, 
the rules that kept this habitat healthy are being gutted as the area is opened to 
leasing. Balanced energy development recognizes some places are too important to 
sacrifice to oil rigs. Teshekpuk Lake is one of those places. Millions of acres of 
nearby land have already leased for drilling and are still being explored. Teshekpuk 
Lake and wetlands complex should remain protected to sustain our wildlife and 
conservation heritage. 
 
Sacrificing Teshekpuk Lake to oil rigs and bulldozers makes no sense. By 
developing our nation’s clean energy resources, we can provide cheap, clean and 
safe sources of power without sacrificing the wildlife and natural resources that 
help define our state and nation. 
 
WHAT SPORTSMEN ACROSS AMERICA SAY ABOUT TESHEKUPUK 

LAKE 
 
“Given the unique ecological features of the Teshekpuk Lake area, the abundance 
and special character of waterfowl resources, and the national and international 
public interests in the resources of the NPR-A… The sensitive goose molting area 



should not be offered for leasing…. The Pacific Flyway Council also recommends 
that the Teshekpuk Lake Special Area be given permanent protection from future 
development.  – Pacific Flyway Council letter dated 7/2/04, re-sent 9/20/07 
 
“Our staff has extensive field knowledge of the Northeast Planning Area…We 
have a strong interest in the waterfowl habitats of NPR-A that support abundant 
and critical migratory bird resources, especially those on the coastal plain, 
including Teshekpuk Lake Special Area (TLSA) and the Ikpikpuk Delta… The 
critical goose molting and staging area in the TLSA should not be offered for 
leasing.” – Ducks Unlimited letter dated 8/18/04 
 
Proposals to sell oil and gas leases in the region may dramatically impact the 
regions rich waterfowl and wildlife values.  Teshekpuk Lake and the associated 
wetland complexes comprise some of the most important waterfowl habitat in 
Alaska.  This wetland rich landscape serves as key habitats for waterfowl and other 
birds during crucial periods of their lifecycle and as such, any degradation of this 
habitat may have unforeseen consequences for these species. – Delta Waterfowl 
letter dated 9/28/07 
 
“The area around Teshekpuk Lake, which is one of the most important wetlands in 
North America, has extraordinary value to molting, nesting and staging geese, 
ducks, swans, and other migratory birds.  In particular it is an extremely important 
molting and staging ground for brant geese, which are experiencing a very rapid 
decline in the Pacific Flyway. What happens to waterfowl and their habitats around 
Teshekpuk Lake has impacts that extend across Canada, the United States and 
Mexico… I urge you to reconsider any recommendation to open any of the core 
goose molting habitat north and east of Teshekpuk Lake to oil and gas leasing.” – 
International Wild Waterfowl Association , letter dated 9/28/07 
 
“America’s hunters should not be forced to choose between our way of life and our 
energy future. Americans can develop oil elsewhere and invest in clean renewable 
energy. There’s no need to trash the wetlands around Teshekpuk Lake. Destroying 
our best wildlife habitat for short-term gain is not only a waste, it’s a needless 
waste.” – Sportsman’s Alliance for Alaska 
 

Fall colors at Brough Reservoir 

Little reservoir produces big trout 



VERNAL — Fall is a great time for color. And for most of Utah's anglers, there 
are few colors they'd like to see more than those on a big brown or rainbow trout.

Fall is also a good time to check out new fishing waters. There are fewer anglers in 
the fall, and the fishing can be red hot. 

One place where the fishing has been very hot this fall sits in the middle of the 
desert south of US-40 in northeastern Utah. 

"Brough is a little sleeper of a 
reservoir that few know about," 
says Ed Johnson, fisheries 
biologist for the Utah Division of 
Wildlife Resources. "Those who 
fish at the reservoir in the fall 
often find that they're the only 
ones at the reservoir, or one of 
only a few groups." 

The lack of anglers is somewhat 
surprising because the reservoir produces some big trout. 

Growing big trout  

"Brough was full of stunted bass just a few years ago," Johnson says. "We 
[UDWR] treated it a few years ago with rotenone. Then we restocked it with 
salmonids [trout]. Our goal is to produce a fishery with big fish. We often refer to 
this type of management as 'trophy' management. 

"We've kept the brown and rainbow trout stocking rates low to reduce competition 
among the fish. That produces bigger fish. By changing the regulations to a catch-
and-release, flies-and-lures only restriction [bait is not allowed], and setting a size 
limit of 22 inches, we've managed to get some nice fish in just a few years. 

"Last week, a group of us caught fish in the one- to three-pound range. The fish we 
caught averaged around one-and-a-half to two pounds." 

How to get there 



"The reservoir is south of highway 40 between Gusher and Vernal," Johnson says. 
"From US-40, turn south on highway 88 to Pelican and Ouray. Just before you 
reach a farm, you'll cross under some big metal power lines; when you do, start 
looking for a Brough Reservoir sign on the fence line to the west. It should be 
close to a wooden telephone pole line. 

"From there, follow the dirt road through the gate, and then look for the small fish 
signs that will lead you to the reservoir. 

"Brough is a small reservoir in the middle of the desert," Johnson says. "There is 
nothing there. You can camp anywhere. Camping is free but there are no 
restrooms, drinking water, boat ramps, tables...nothing. It's completely 
undeveloped." 

Johnson says during high water, you can launch boats from the rocks on the north 
side of the reservoir. "But during low water, it gets pretty muddy or too rocky, so I 
do not recommend trying to launch a boat," he says. "It's a good way to get stuck, 
and there isn't anyone around to pull you out." 

Johnson says fishing at the reservoir will remain good until the water company 
begins filling it. Then the fishing will slow as the water gets murky. But you can 
still catch fish; it's just harder. 

The reservoir is also open to ice fishing, but remember that you may not use bait.

Spanish Translation of Wilderness Website Now Available 
 
(Washington, D.C.) -- A new Spanish language website launched by the National 
Park Service showcases the beauty and importance of America’s wilderness areas.   
 
The interactive site, http://www.nature.nps.gov/views/index_wilderness_sp.htm, 
explores wild places through activities, maps, information, videos, and interviews.  
It was developed in partnership with the Arthur Carhart National Wilderness 
Training Center and the University of Montana’s Wilderness Institute. 



 
“This website will connect more people to the concept of wilderness,” said Roger 
Rivera, Founding President of the National Hispanic Environmental Council.  
“Wilderness is important for science, for outdoor recreation, and for personal 
renewal.  Wilderness areas are places where we can challenge ourselves, connect 
with the earth, enjoy the wild, and make memories with our families.”  
 
The website provides details about the country’s 702 designated wilderness areas 
and their significance to each of us.  Visitors can learn about the land beyond the 
frontier; those rare, untamed places where one can leave civilization, reconnect 
with nature, and find healing and meaning. 
  
About 5% of the United States, roughly the same size as the state of California, has 
been preserved under the Wilderness Act of 1964.  The website, a part of the 
“Views of National Parks” program, will allow people to take virtual tours of 
magnificent public lands including rain forests, swamps, glaciers, caves, deserts, 
and tundra and, hopefully, inspire personal visits to wilderness areas.  
 
The website was commissioned by the Interagency Wilderness Policy Council, 
consisting of representatives from the National Park Service, U.S. Forest Service, 
Bureau of Land Management, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, and U.S. Geological 
Survey. 
 
Fishing Forecast for Northern Utah 

BEAR LAKE:  (report By Scott Tolentino) The guys casting off the marina in the 
mornings are doing pretty well, but it depends on the day. I talked to one guy who 
fished from his boat for 10 hours yesterday without catching a fish, but he casted 
from the shore this morning and caught three nice lakers that were all over 10 
pounds. The spawn is about one week earlier this year and I would bet it will peak 
this week and wind down by the first or second week of November. 

On Saturday I launched off Cisco Beach at 8:00 a.m. in a light rain, very overcast, 
and breeze out of the north, but no whitecaps. Started trolling within a 1/2 mile of 
the boat ramp in 17 feet of water (I am not going to reveal my exact location). I 
caught nothing. Then I moved into 12 feet—nothing again. I then moved into eight 
feet and BINGO!!! The fish were in shallow water and were aggressive. Too bad 
the wind was blowing right out of the north. It made boat control very tough to stay 
on the depth. I tangled lines a couple of times, but boated three lakers in spite of it! 
One was seven pounds, one was nine pounds, and one was about 16 pounds. The 



biggest was caught in only six feet of water. I got blown off the lake at that point 
and had a hard time putting my boat on the trailer. I think I could have really put a 

hurt on them if the wind wasn't so 
strong. Naturally this afternoon it 
calmed down and the sun even 
came out. 

This was a crazy week for me at 
Bear Lake. I fished on Monday 
(Oct. 8) and tore them up off the 
marina in about 15 feet of water. I 
then fished Friday (Oct.12), again 
off the marina in the same depth. 
It was much slower, but we still 
boated two fish and lost another. 
Anyway, the reports I have seen 
on BFT have been saying it is 
slow for the jiggers on the 
rockpile. I say when they are 
hitting for the trollers, then 
TROLL.....don't jig! Try 
something new. It goes both ways 
too. If the jiggers are doing better, 
then shut off the trolling motor 
and start jigging. Try different 
techniques. The fishing is good, 
but you have to be willing to try 
different things. 

BIRCH CREEK RESERVOIR:  
Now is the time to fish for tiger 
trout at Birch Creek! The fish 
often brighten up with golden and 

orange colors and are just beautiful. Countdown rapalas in brown trout colors and 
streamers work well. One angler recently reported success with a leech pattern. 

BLACKSMITH FORK RIVER:  Fishing activity increased this past weekend and 
fishing was good. Try using nymphs and streamers on the main river and standard 
baits at the impoundment. 



CUTLER RESERVOIR:  This is a sleeper fishing water. For the past few weeks, 
reports have been that people have had good success for mud-cats using 
nightcrawlers. One angler reported catching a large walleye north of Benson 
Marina. While reports of angler success for walleye at Cutler are rare, fish 
population surveys conducted by Utah State University show that they are indeed 
there. Cutler might be a good place to try for anglers suffering withdrawls from not 
fishing Willard Bay. 

HYRUM RESERVOIR:  The few anglers fishing at the dam on Oct. 13 were 
catching nice rainbows (12 inches) and some smallish perch using night crawlers. 

ROCKPORT RESERVOIR:  Cooler weather seems to have improved rainbow 
trout fishing at Rockport. Nightcrawlers and marshmallows have been productive 
baits. 

UINTAS:  Snow has definitely come to the high country, so use great caution in 
preparing to fish these waters. Some anglers have reported great fishing this past 
week, but the weather is changing daily.  

WEBER RIVER:  Good fishing is reported on the upper Weber River for 
whitefish and brown trout. Try prince nymphs and hares-ears. The recent survey of 
the lower Weber from Mountain Green downstream turned up a few nice browns, 
but the populations were definitely lower than the upper river. Biologist Paul 
Burnett says it will take further investigation to determine why populations are 
lower in this stretch. The habitat improvements that were done upstream from 
Riverdale seemed to have an effect as numbers have increased from the last 
survey.

Park Service views the Centennial as a “tremendous opportunity to reach and 
inspire new and diverse populations.” 
 
Environmental Leadership for the Next Generation 
To meet this challenge, National Park Service has teamed up with Groundwork 
USA, a national network of non-profit organizations working in local communities 
to support environmental change, neighborhood revitalization, and community 

 
health.  Together, Groundwork USA and the National Park Service have developed 
an innovative approach to engaging youth as environmental leaders in their own 
communities.  This past summer, NPS and Groundwork USA jointly launched a 
new initiative called the Green Team partnership designed to reconnect urban 
youth with the outdoors through a summer of service and exploration.  Green 
Team groups from across the nation participated in landscape restoration projects, 
overnight camping and hiking trips to National Parks, and leadership training 
activities.  Representatives of these programs will be on hand for the Youth 
Summit in El Paso this Saturday. 
 
One NPS Centennial Challenge: Reaching Youth   
In his May 2007 Report to the President, Secretary of the Interior Dirk 
Kempthorne described the challenge facing his agency:  “America’s…children are 
increasingly disconnected from the outdoors.  Urban sprawl has affected the woods 
and fields where many of today’s parents and grandparents played as children.  
Modern technology and virtual experiences compete with authentic learning 
adventures and personal exploration of our nation’s nature and history… the 
challenge facing the National Park Service is to conserve what is timeless while 
keeping pace with the modern needs of Americans...”   
 
The Kaiser Family Foundation reports that American children spend 6.5 hours a 
day using electronic media.  Surveys also show that 70 percent of mothers played 
outside every day as children, compared to 31 percent of their children.  The 
challenge is even greater for inner-city kids, who often lack the access to parks and 
natural areas that are common to suburban and rural areas.  NPS and Groundwork 
USA believe that getting kids off the couch, into the great outdoors, and invested 



in environmental protection starts at home—and this approach is already producing 
impressive results.   
 
The National Assembly and Youth Summit will build on this experience, bringing 
together approximately 15 non-profit youth organizations, including youth 
representatives, from communities throughout the United States as well as more 
than thirty NPS staff and partners. The intention for the event is to learn from 
youth and youth organization coordinators about "best practices" for recruiting, 
engaging, retaining, and encouraging youth to get involved and stay involved in 
conservation and outdoor recreation as a lifestyle. Participants will also be visiting 
two great National Parks, Chamizal and White Sands.  Youth representatives, NPS 
staff, and Groundwork USA staff will be available for interviews and photos 
during the event. 
 
Major support for Groundwork USA and the Green Team program comes from the 
Ford Foundation, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and the National 
Park Service Rivers, Trails and Conservation Assistance program (RTCA).

CONSERVATION PROGRAMS FACE CUTS IN FARM BILL  
  
(Washington – October 17, 2007) The Senate Agriculture Committee is set to 
consider a new Farm Bill the week of October 22-26.  The Agriculture committee 
must heed an important message:  Conservation programs are not a piggy bank for 
the rest of the Farm bill.  

USDA conservation programs provide more than 40 million acres of fish 
and wildlife habitat nationwide, and the decisions made in the weeks to come will 
decide the shape of these programs for the next five years.  

Two of the most popular programs, the Wetlands Reserve Program (WRP) 
and the Grassland Reserve Program (GRP), are at risk of serious cuts, or being 
eliminated altogether. These programs began this new Farm Bill debate with zero 
dollars and additional money must be found in order for them to continue. 

In order to renew the Wetlands Reserve Program and the Grassland Reserve 
Program, as well as continue the vital investments begun in the Conservation 
Reserve Program, Wildlife Habitat Incentives Program, Conservation Security 
Program and others, conservation funding in the 2007 Farm Bill needs to be 
increased by at least $5 billion over the next five years.  Yet there is a real risk that 
funding for conservation will actually be cut.  

The Conservation Reserve Program is one of the largest and most successful 
programs in the country, enrolling some 36-million acres –  

more land than in the entire National Wildlife Refuge system in the lower 48 
states.  The Wetlands Reserve Program is the largest and most successful wetlands 
restoration program in the country.  However, as with most farm programs, far too 



many farmers have been turned away due to a lack of funds.  Conservation 
programs need a significant boost from the Senate Agriculture Committee.  

On October 4, the Senate Finance Committee approved a bill that includes a 
series of tax credits and incentives related to agriculture and energy. The $ 15 
billion package, while mostly funding a permanent disaster program for farmer and 
energy tax credits, also includes an option for Conservation Reserve Program 
contract holders to obtain a 
tax credit, instead of a check 
from USDA, for their annual 
rental payment. A tax credit 
option would also be available 
under the Wetlands Reserve 
Program and Grassland 
Reserve Program.   

Yet while the $3 billion 
in tax credits was provided 
specifically for these three 
conservation title programs, 
supporters of other Farm Bill 
titles are asking that money 
freed up by the tax credits be 
used to fund their priorities.  It 
will be up to the Senate 
Agriculture Committee to 
decide whether overall 
funding for vital conservation 
programs will be increased or 
cut in the next Farm Bill. 

The House-passed Farm 
Bill invested $4.5 billion over 
the current budget, but nearly 
eliminated the Conservation 
Security Program.   The $5 
billion is needed to ensure that 
all conservation programs are 
funded, although even at this 
level, the funding will hardly 
begin to address the enormous 
backlog of producers waiting 
to enroll in programs.   



The funds would enable continuation of the Wetlands Reserve Program and 
the Grassland Reserve Program, as well as enabling a streamlined Conservation 
Security Program that is 
available to farmers and 
ranchers nationwide.  

Without this 
commitment of funds, the 
Farm Bill will fall far short 
of meeting the needs for 
conservation on America's 
farms and ranches. 

Unfortunately, with 
other competing interests for 
the limited supply of Farm 
Bill funds available, funding 
for conservation programs is 
at risk.

BLM Releases Kanab Field Office Draft Resource Mana gement Plan for Public 
Review  

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) released their Draft Resource Management 
Plan (RMP) and Draft Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) on Friday, October 12, 
2007. The Draft RMP/EIS planning efforts will result in a comprehensive RMP for 
500,000 acres of public lands in Kane and Garfield Counties, administered by the BLM's 
Kanab Field Office. 

An RMP can be compared to a county master plan where management direction and 
objectives are defined for specific resources and areas. They address issues including 
livestock grazing, recreation, wildlife habitat, off-highway vehicle use, camping and even 
energy and mineral development. In addition, the BLM has been considering 
nominations for potential Areas of Critical Concern (ACEC) and nominations of rivers for 
possible inclusion in the Wild and Scenic Rivers System.  

And most importantly, BLM's Utah State Office has issued guidance that directs all 
of the Field Offices in Utah to complete a route designation plan at the same time 
they revise the RMP's, so this DEIS will include a new Travel Plan as well. 

Your comments and suggestions are critical at this stage in the new RMP 
development. The BLM will accept public comments until January 10, 2008. BLM 
will need to know what part of the preferred alternative you support and what part 
you oppose. Also, BLM needs to know what parts of the other alternatives should 
be included in the final plan and which parts of the other alternatives should NOT 
be in the final plan.  

The Kanab Field Office has planned five public meetings in to provide information 
and answer questions from the public.

Support from Senate Leaders a Victory for Nation’s Boaters  
Boating Industry Urged to Take Action on Ballast Water Permitting Issue  

In September 2007 in what’s seen as a victory for the nation’s boaters, Senators 
Barbara Boxer (D-Calif.) and Bill Nelson (D-Fla.) made a pledge before Congress 
to halt the ballast water issue in its tracks and prevent boaters across the country 
from being required to participate in a complex, costly and unnecessary national 
boat permitting process. 



Both Senators spoke out strongly against the notion of requiring permits for 
boaters. They jointly vowed to work together in Congress this year and get 
legislation passed that will protect the boating industry and boaters across the 
country.  

“A recent court ruling has cast doubt on whether recreational boaters—people 
going out for a day of fishing, or waterskiing—can continue to operate without a 
permit from the EPA,” said Nelson. “They've never been required to have such a 
permit, and there's no reason for that to change. You shouldn't have to ask the EPA 
before you take your boat out on the water.” 

Environmental groups and several state attorneys general successfully argued in a 
U.S. District Court case last fall that ballast water should not be exempted from 
government regulation as a pollutant because it introduces harmful invasive 
species into U.S. waters. Large ocean-going ships use ballast water for stability, 
taking on water to weigh the vessel down. 

Unfortunately for the nation’s 73 million boaters, the court’s ruling also includes 
boat engine cooling water, bilge water, gray water and common deck runoff—none 
of which was considered by the court, as the case focused solely on commercial 
ship ballast water. The court has directed the Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) to develop a new, complex and costly permitting scheme for the nation’s 
estimated 18 million boats by September 2008.  

“As it stands now, a permit will be required for ‘normal operational discharges’ on 
every recreational boat – even your dinghy – in every state where you boat,” said 
BoatU.S. Vice President of Government Affairs Margaret Podlich. “This is an 
attempt to apply a complex permitting system designed for industrial dischargers to 
recreational boats that will not yield significant environmental benefits."

“I’d urge every boater and everyone employed in the boating industry to visit 
BoatBlue.org to learn more about this issue, and to make their voices heard with 
their Senators and Representative,” said NMMA President Thom Dammrich.  

"Unless something is done through court appeal or legislative action, then every 
boat in this country - even a kayak - will require a permit by September 2008," 
added Podlich.

Lake Powell Fish Report 
 
By: Wayne Gustaveson        October 16, 2007  
Lake Elevation: 3601   Water Temperature: 64-66 F 
 
Fishing at Lake Powell is still hot – but only in the inflow areas from Red Canyon 
to Hite and in the upper reaches of San Juan’s Great Bend. Stripers have chased 
shad to the ends of the lake where the highest numbers of forage fish now reside.  
In these isolated locations boils continue on most days.  Spooning at depths of 40-
60 feet is a sure thing where the graph shows schools of fish. If looking for the 
greatest chance of fishing success, head to the inflowing waters of the Colorado 
and San Juan Rivers.  
 
In the main lake fishing is spotty with decent catches one day followed by sight-
seeing the next.  Stripers are moving toward the backs of the canyons but with 
cooler temperatures there are many more time periods when no feeding is done. 
Some may not realize that stripers prefer to feed at night. When fishing is tough 
during the day and fish are seen on the graph, the best way to get them to respond 
is by night fishing.   
 
A green or white light attracts and congregates plankton.  The plankton swarm 
soon gets the attention of small forage or game fish.  Small schooling fish then 
attract stripers.  October and November may be the best months for night fishing. 
Water is not cold enough to shut down the feeding response and fish that choose to 



eat at night are very 
susceptible to feeding 
near the lights.  To 
catch stripers, fish 
anchovy bait deeper 
than the lighted shad 
school, usually 30-60 
feet. Again, fishing  
near the inflow areas 
is better than main 
lake areas where 
striper schools are 
scattered.      
 
Fishing for bass is a 
better bet in the main 
lake. Temperatures in 
the low 60’s are ideal 
for large and 
smallmouth bass.  The 
current temperatures 
coincide with highest 
bass activity in spring 
time. Standard bottom 
bouncing techniques 
with dark green plastic 
baits is very effective. 
Bass are still eating as 
much as possible as 
they prepare for a long 
winter of inactivity. 

Look near weed beds and brush structures for the best success. Structure at 15 to 
25 feet may be the best target area to catch some of the biggest bass of the year. 
Bass caught in 2007 have had the largest average size since 1996.   
 
Another bonus at this time and temperature is the resurgence of crappie.  Schools 
are difficult to find but once located they don’t move much so many can be taken 
at one spot. Remember the 10 fish crappie limit. 
 



Catfish and walleye are likely to provide some interesting action at times. It is 
getting late in the season but fishing is not done for the year.      
 

Dinosaur Hunting in Utah 

A new dinosaur find in southern Utah is 
making the news, with headlines reading 
something like this: Remains of 'monster' 
duck-billed dinosaur found in Utah 

Apparently, it was quite a unique beast. 
Science Daily reports: "At any given time, 
the dinosaur had over 300 teeth available 
to slice up plant material. Inside the jaw 
bone, there were numerous replacement 
teeth waiting, meaning that at any moment, this Gryposaur may have carried more 
than 800 teeth." 

The fossils were found in Grand Staircase Escalante National Monument, which 
has proven to be a treasure trove for paleontologists. Science Daily continues: 

"G. monumentensis is one of several new dinosaur species found in Grand 
Staircase, including: a Velociraptor-like carnivore named Hagryphus, a 
tyrannosaur, and several kinds of horned dinosaurs. In all, more than a dozen kinds 
of dinosaurs have been recovered from these badlands, and most represent species 
that are new to science." 

Utah has long been productive ground for 
people interested in hunting dinosaurs - for 
professional paleontologists, serious hobbyists 
and families looking for fun trips that are also 
educational. This newest dinosaur species was 
discovered by a group from the Alf Museum, 
which is associated with a high school in 
Claremont, California. 

The Utah Museum of Natural History has 
many programs that allow normal people to get involved in real paleontological 
and archaeological research projects. Our colleges and universities also offer 
hands-on programs for students, and sometimes for the general public. 



Below we list notable Utah dinosaur attractions open to the public. Many of them 
rely on volunteers to help with activities. 

Dinosaur National Monument is located along the Utah/Colorado border near the 
town of Vernal. The famous rock wall with embedded dinosaur fossils cannot be 
seen at this time because the quarry is closed while the building that protects it is 
renovated. However, some fossils can be seen by hiking 1/2 mile from the 
Temporary Visitor Center. 

At Utah Field House of Natural History State Park Museum, located in Vernal, 
visitors stroll through time--historic, prehistoric and geologic. Exhibits of rock 
types and vertebrate and invertebrate fossils fill the Geology Hall. Replica 
dinosaurs can be seen, along with paintings and murals depicting prehistoric 
scenes. 

Cleveland-Lloyd Dinosaur Quarry is the world's only known dinosaur predator trap 
and it features the most concentrated collection of Jurassic dinosaur bones ever 
found on earth. It is located in a remote area on the northern edge of Utah's San 
Rafael Swell, 35 miles south of Price. It is a working quarry - scientists continue to 
extract and study its fossils. In one of the building visitors follow a catwalk where 
they get a close-up view of bones still in the ground and partially exposed. Visitor 
facilities are open daily during the summer and Fri-Sun during spring and fall. 
They will close for the season after Oct 28 and reopen in early March. 

The North American Museum of Ancient 
Life is the world's largest dinosaur museum. 
It is located at Thanksgiving Point, near 
Salt Lake City, and offers hand-on activities 
as well as exhibits. 

The College of Eastern Utah (CEU) 
Prehistoric Museum in Price showcases the 
areas' ancient past, when dinosaurs roamed 
here. The creatures left bones, footprints 

and other traces of their existence. The museum has many complete skeletons from 
the Jurassic and Cretaceous periods. The collection also contains many dinosaur 
tracks removed from local coal mines, dinosaur eggs, and other fossils. 

The St. George Dinosaur Discovery Site at Johnson Farm offers some of the oldest 
and best-preserved dinosaur tracks in the world. Hundreds of tracks were 
discovered on the farm in February, 2000. 



At the Dinosaur Museum of Blanding, the entire family can see rare skeletons and 
fossils from the Four Corners area and around the world. Walk under the jaws of a 
Tyrannosaurus and come eye to eye with life-size adult and baby dinosaur 
sculptures. Stand beside a giant, fossilized tree upright for the first time in 275 
million years. The museum also contains a "History Hall of Hollywood Dinosaur 
Movies" with movie memorabilia from the silent classics all the way through the 
high tech dinosaurs of today's cinema.

Whenever you travel in Utah's backcountry, keep your eyes open because you may 
stumble upon the next big dinosaur find.

ABAJO MOUNTAINS Fisheries Biologist Darek Elverud fished Recapture 
Reservoir on Sunday.  He reported slow fishing for pike and bass, but hooked a 
few 13-inch bass on plastic worms.  Justin Hart suggests crankbaits or topwater 
lures with a slow, jerky retrieve in the early morning or late evening for pike.  
Baits are effective for black bullheads.  
LASAL MOUNTAINS Sergeant J. Shirley reports excellent fishing at Dark 
Canyon with baits. 
SCOFIELD RESERVOIR Fishing success has been good or very good.  Boaters 
have had success trolling various gear, including pop gear, spoons, crankbaits, etc.  
Anglers fishing from anchored boats have done well using PowerBait and worms, 
marshmallows and worms or worms alone.  Shoreline anglers continue to do well 
with PowerBait and worms or marshmallows and worms.  All sides of the reservoir 
have been productive for bank anglers.  Most rainbow trout belong to one of two 
size groups: 12-15 inches and 17-20 inches.  All fish appear healthy and fat.

TOP 10 SAFETY TIPS FOR TEENAGE DRIVERS  
AAA Offers Life-Saving Advice for National Teen Driver Safety Week 



 
SALT LAKE CITY, October 15, 2007 – A few relatively simple steps could be 
enough to save a life. That’s why AAA Utah is observing the first annual national 
Teen Driver Safety Week with a plan designed to help keep teen drivers safe on the 
road. 
 
 “When it comes to protecting teen drivers from serious crashes, concerned 
parents can make a critical difference,” said Rolayne Fairclough, spokesperson for 
AAA Utah. “Automobile crashes are the leading cause of death for teens. That’s 
why we developed a strategy for parents to help keep young drivers safe.” 
 
Ten Safety Tips for Parents of Teen Drivers 
 
1. Evaluate your teen’s driving readiness 
Not all teens are ready to drive at the same age. Teenagers mature, develop 
emotionally and become responsible at varying rates, which parents need to gauge 
as they determine when their teen is ready to drive. 
 
2. Be a responsible role model  

Teenagers learn from their parents’ behavior. Parents’ actions behind the wheel 
influence the driving behavior of their teens. Research from the AAA 
Foundation for Traffic Safety found that, when using the number of collisions 
and traffic tickets as criteria, the parents of teens involved in crashes were more 
likely to have poor driving records than the parents of collision-free teens. 

3. Eliminate distractions  

Cell phones and text messaging can be hazardous distractions for teen drivers. 
Parents should ban their inexperienced teen drivers from using cell phones and 
other wireless communication devices while driving since these distractions 
could lead to a deadly crash.  

4. Restrict passengers and night driving 
Extensive research indicates that a teen driver’s chance of crashing increases with 
each additional teen passenger. Parents need to make sure they know who is 
driving with their teen at all times. Research shows teen crash rates spike at night 
and that most night time crashes occur between  
9 p.m. and midnight. Utah law already places restrictions on inexperienced teen 
drivers carrying passengers and driving at night, but parents can protect their teen 
drivers by enforcing the regulations and extending them beyond the mandatory 
first year of driving.  
 



5. Take advantage of extra training 
AAA offers DriverZED, an interactive DVD that takes teens through more than 
100 live-action scenarios and helps them learn how to identify, assess and react to 
a wide range of potential risks. Free to AAA members and only $7 for non-
members, DriverZed can be ordered online at www.aaa.com/trafficsafety.  
Another option is the AAA Teen Driver Safety Program. It helps teens drive more 
safely and rewards drivers ages 16-18 who successfully complete home study 
coursework with a discount of up to 20 percent on most auto insurance coverages. 
AAA members can save $50 on the cost of the program.  
 
6. Choose the safest vehicle  
As the family member most likely to crash, a teen should drive the safest vehicle 
the family owns. Factors to consider are vehicle type, size and safety technology: 
 - Sedans are generally safer than sports cars, SUVs and pickup trucks. 
 - Larger vehicles generally fare better in crashes than smaller vehicles. 
 - Front and side air bags, anti-lock brakes and stability control systems make 
it easier to avoid crashes and improve teens’ chances of surviving should they 
crash. 
 
7. Practice  
Supervised driving lessons with parents provide teens with opportunities to 
enhance learning, reinforce proper driving skills and receive constructive feedback 
from the people who care most about their safety and success. To assist parents in 
these efforts, AAA offers a guide for parents called Teaching Your Teens To Drive. 
The guide is available online at www.aaa.com/trafficsafety. 
 
8. Encourage teens to get enough sleep 
Teens need about nine hours of sleep every night, but many teens get far less rest 
because of early-morning school start times, homework, sports, after-school jobs 
and other activities. A lack of sleep can negatively affect vision, hand-eye 
coordination, reaction time and judgment. 
 
9. Establish a parent-teen driving agreement 
Having rules, conditions, restrictions and consequences of teens’ driving written 
down in advance establishes driving as a privilege, and not an activity to be taken 
for granted. AAA offers parent-teen driving agreements at 
www.aaa.com/trafficsafety. 
 
10. Weekly review and discussion 



Parental involvement and communication is critical in the prevention of teen-
related crashes, injuries and fatalities. Designate a time each week to address any 
concerns of both parents and teen, review the teen’s driving performance and chart 
the progression towards established goals and benchmarks.

BLM Utah - Recipient of the 2007 Department of the Interior’s 
Environmental Achievement Awards 
 
   The Cleveland-Lloyd Dinosaur Quarry Visitor Center Team has been awarded 
   the 2007 Department of Interior Environmental Achievement Award for 
   sustainable design features in its renovation of the Cleveland-Lloyd 
   Dinosaur Quarry Visitor Center.  The original 950-square foot building 
   was increased by 1,500 square feet to add exhibit space, a small office, 
   and a mechanical room to the original building. 
 
   Off the electrical grid due to its remote location, the center requires 
   electricity 24 hours a day to power the building’s systems, so a 
   photovoltaic system was installed.  By replacing a costly generator, the 
   photovoltaic system has a full payback period of just over two years. 



   Energy efficient features ensure the photovoltaic system can create 
   enough power for the building.  Annual emission savings are estimated at 
   6,265 pounds of carbon dioxide per year.  Interpretative signs describe 
   the principles of solar energy and the unique components of the 
   photovoltaic system to site visitors. 
 
   The design team worked closely with each other, various stakeholders, 
   and the construction contractor to make sure the building was 
   constructed using a sustainable approach.  For example, many of the 
   original building structural elements were reused, including exposed 
   tongue and groove ceiling decking, roof joists, exterior walls, and 
   stone wainscoting, so the history of the long-existing site was not lost 
   in the new construction.  In addition, several energy saving features 
   were designed into the building.  Site disturbance was kept to a minimum 
   during construction to protect and preserve exterior plants, rocks, and 
   paleontological resources. 
 
   These Awards recognize departmental employees and partners who have 
   attained exceptional achievements under the Executive Order 13423, 
   Strengthening Federal Environmental, Energy, and Transportation

  BLM releases Kanab Field Office Draft Resource Management Plan for 
public review 
 
 
KANAB, UT– The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) released its draft resource 
management plan and environmental impact statement (RMP/EIS) on Friday. 
The RMP/EIS is aimed at providing direction for how public lands in Kane 
and Garfield Counties, administered by the BLM’s Kanab Field Office, will 
be managed in the future to sustain the land’s health, diversity and 
productivity. 
 
The draft RMP/EIS analyzes four alternatives covering a broad spectrum of 
 
management options. BLM selected a preferred alternative developed to 
provide the most reasonable and balanced approach to managing the public 
lands resources and uses. This alternative emphasizes protecting important 
environmental values and sensitive resources while allowing for commodities 
development, and offers a full range of recreation opportunities. 



 
The release of a draft RMP represents a significant step in public lands 
management. The Kanab Field Office and its cooperators have been working on 
the effort for the past three years. 
 
This planning effort 
will result in a 
comprehensive 
resource 
management 
plan for 500,000 
acres of public lands 
administered by the 
Kanab Field 
Office. The draft 
plan identifies how 
various programs 
like special 
designations, travel 
management, 
recreation, minerals, 
wildlife, and 
livestock grazing 
would be managed 
in the future. 
 
As provided by 
Federal planning 
regulations, the 
public is welcome 
to 
comment during the 
standard 90-day 
comment period 
which ends Jan. 10, 2008.

RICHFIELD, Utah -New travel maps for the Fishlake National Forest are available 
at no cost, and may be picked up at the Forest Supervisor's office in Richfield or 
Ranger District headquarters in Fillmore, Beaver and Loa. The new maps illustrate 
all routes on the national forest and whether they are designated for motorized or 
non-motorized use. 

The Fishlake completed its analysis of the Off-Highway Vehicle Route 
Designation project and signed a decision on December 12, 2006 . The travel maps 
represent the culmination of that process. Implementation of the new travel 
management plan began during this year, and forest users are seeing signage of 
route designations and closures. 

Many of the features of this decision provide consistency with other state and 
federal policies for motorized recreation state-wide. The decision provides for 
motorized access to dispersed camping sites that are within 150 feet of most routes, 
but it limits all other motorized travel to a system of designated routes, trails, or 
areas. Cross-country travel for game retrieval and antler shed gathering is 
prohibited. 



Cross country travel is authorized in two small areas. They are the Velvet Ridges 
near Bicknell, and through Dairy and Flat Canyons west of Richfield. In some 
cases, other off-route uses may be authorized under special use permit. 

One of the forest's goals for this project was to strengthen relationships with 
communities and local governments. The forest received over 300 comments on 
the project, and the decision represents site-specific comments that were received 
from citizens, advocacy groups, and state and federal agencies.
